10. Activities of public organizations to recognize and perpetuate the memory of the genocide victims

11. State of the Armenian people and its cultural heritage in the Ottoman Empire on the eve of and after the genocide

12. The consequences of the genocide policy in the modern Turkey and the problem of cripto Armenians;

13. Family stories: memories of the descendants

Resume:
  In his study Paradigm of the Armenian Genocide and Armenian and Croatian contacts, Lupis elaborates on the problem of the role of small nations in world politics, Croats and Armenians. The eastern question - the legacy of European and world politics of that time, including the solving of the Croatian question, as well as the Armenian and Assyrian questions in the East  - is still topical in many aspects. The crime against the Armenians, i.e., one of the greatest genocides in human history - which is, in all its elements, the first holocaust against a nation and religion, committed by the top military and political echelons of Constantinople, followed by a media hush-up and ignored by the international community, which had armed the Turkish army to the teeth and trained it to commit the act - has its own paradigmatic significance. The Croatian people, just like Armenia, has largely had a similar history, and, by the 15th century was exposed to the same process of destruction of the national territory, slavery, oppression and Islamization of cultural memory, as well as the Armenians of the Ottoman Empire. It is therefore interestingmonitor the phenomenon of suppression of the Armenian Genocide in the print media in the then Croatian lands. Austro-Hungarian Monarchy, as a country allied Ottoman Empire, supported the Ottoman rule, even though the country as a protector of Roman Catholics was aware of the difficult situation of Christians in the Turkish territory. State censorship of the press in Austria- Hungarian Empire was in the years of World War II such that a local the press had not recorded any news of apocalyptic situation in Asia Minor. Dubrovnik and the early 20th century preserved numerous ties with the Levant, as well as the number of family ties with their expatriates. Dubrovnik newspaper Rights Red Croatia each have weeks followed political events in the Ottoman Empire in 1915, but as a newspaper Allies are glorified the Turkish military might and power, with no news on a number of Armenian victims, although genocide had already begun duringAprile .4 In August of the same year Rights Red Croatia glorifies  Turkish soldiers: "(...) But we know also that Turk is a great soldier, who rightly deserve our admiration. He fought with the will to wins because he knows that the defeat destroyed the survival of his empire, and by making its own existence. " It is clear that Austro-Hungarian Empire implemented censorship  The Vilayet Aydin, which were numerous Croats, is the city of Smyrna, where there was a large Croatian colony, according to statistics of the Armenian patriarchy, in that the vilayet lived 21,000 Armenians, and there is already 2 and 3 May 1915 Turkish police imprisoned the Armenian political leaders, which was followed by deportation
Armenians. In the second part of the year (1 November 1915) from the city Haynotsa deported 2000 people. Armenian Catholics, who have had the protection of Austro-Hungarian consul in Smyrna, came under the attack of the Turkish police in September 1916, when they were accused to hide bombs in a Catholic cemetery. Shortly thereafter arrested 300 Catholic Armenians. Vinicije B. Lupis graduated in 1992 the double-major program in history and archeology in Zadar. For the second time, he graduated in 1995 in the field of history and theory of art, also in Zadar. He received master's degree in 1998 with the theme of Liturgical silver of Stone until 1600 and a PhD in 2004 with the theme of Dubrovnik cathedral reliquary. His work in the field began in 1992 as a conservator archaeologist at the Regional Office in Split, and the following years, he was working as a conservator, an art historian at the Institute for the Protection of Dubrovnik. In 1992 he worked as an archaeologist conservator of the Regional Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments - Split and led archaeological excavations at the site of St. Petra in Makarska and Sv. Jure in Tucepi. In its capacity as conservator of art historians in the State Directorate for the Protection of Cultural Monuments in Dubrovnik in 1993 he headed the list of movable heritage and archaeological research on feb top on the island of Sipan. In 1993 he attended Dubrovnik medeavelistic workshop and in 1995 he passed the state examination of archival. In the National Archives in Dubrovnik he was archivist specialist and head of the new material from 19th and 20th century. Throughout his interdisciplinary work, which is required in modern science, he connects more humanistic fields: history, art history, archeology and archival. Since 2007 he workes at the Institute of Social Sciences Ivo Pilar, and from 2008 he is head of the Regional Center of Dubrovnik Institute. He has published hundreds of scientific papers and several books on the topic of religious heritage, history and art history of Dubrovnik region and the Bay of Kotor. He is editor of several journals and books, and as a subcontractor HRT gave his contribution to a number of documentaries on the history and heritage of Dubrovnik. He is the author of a number of notable exhibitions in Dubrovnik.
  
He received plaques of Company Dubrovnik Antiquities in 2000. The yield for the study of the history of Dubrovnik , the same year he won the praise Dubrovnik Symphony Orchestra for successful collaboration and contribution to the promotion of his work . He won the Golden Charter Nuts Croatian book of religious heritage Stone and surrounding areas in 2002, and silver Charter from Matica hrvatska in 1997 for the book Trembling of Ston. In 2002 he received a diploma of Orebić  for several years of working on research and publishing history peninsula. Also, in 2006 he was awarded the Dubrovnik-Neretva county 's achievements in culture. In 2010 he won a silver Charter from Matica hrvatska Croatian contribution for the book Peter Kanavelić’s contibution to Croatian passion heritage, written in cooperation with Hrvojka Mihanović – Salopek and The iron spirit: contribution of Jaketa Palmota Dionorić to Croatian literature and heritage. Municipality Blato awarded him in the 2011 with silver emblem for achievements in the field of research on the history and culture of Blato. He is an active member of the Matica hrvatska Presidency - an offshoot of Dubrovnik, the Grand Council of the Society of Friends of Dubrovnik Antiquities, Croatian Archaeological Society, the Association of Croatian Art Historians, Croatian Mariological Institute , the Committee on Culture of the Croatia - Austrian Society Dubrovnik and Croatian -Armenian society in Dubrovnik and Assosiation of Croatian writers.
