n the occasion of the Vukovar 1991 Victims

Commemoration Day — on the18th of November, the

Institute of Social Sciences Ivo Pilar and its Regional

Centre in Vukovar are organizing their annual 18th
Science and Professional Conference: ,Vukovar 1991 - 24
Years Later” The conference takes place in Vukovar, on
November 12-13, 2015, and the overall theme is: Vukovar
1991: Homeland (and European) Security. Security Crises and
Politics of Manipulation with Sovereignty. This year's scientific
and professional conference is held under the auspice of the
Croatian President Kolinda Grabar Kitarovic.

Based on the assumption that successful democracy is only
possible if it is grounded in sovereignty, patriotic debt to
those that are most worthy for the survival and conscientious
attitude towards homeland security, this year's conference is
contextually determined by the Hague International Court of
Justice's rulings and therefore thematically directed towards
following questions: What are Europe and the world to
Vukovar?

Sto je suverenitet i nacionalni identitet bez domoljublja?
Vukovar u obrani hrvatskoga suvereniteta i nacionalnoga identiteta ili

o strahu ljevice od domoljublja.

D olazimo od teze da su sloboda Covjeka i naroda temeljne
pretpostavke svih ostalih vrijednosti. Sloboda nije
apstraktna kategorija niti teorijska univerzalna vrijednost
ve¢ ona u prakti¢noj realizaciji ima barem tri razine koje se

medusobno uvjetuju, prozimlju i sjedinjuju: sloboda drzave,
sloboda drustva i sloboda ¢ovjeka. Nema slobodne drzave bez
slobodna naroda ni slobodna naroda bez slobodnih ljudi. Isto
tako vrijedi obratno, nema slobodnog ¢ovjeka u neslobodnom
narodu ni slobodna naroda u neslobodnoj drzavi.

What are Sovereignty and National Identity without Patriotism?
Vukovar in Defense of Croatian Sovereignty and National Identity
or About the Leftist Fear of Patriotism

he author believes that freedom of men and freedom of

peoples are fundamental postulates of all other values.

Freedom is not an abstract category, nor a theoretical
universal value, but it is realized at minimally three mutually
conditioned, permeated and unified levels: freedom of the state,
freedom of society and freedom of men. There is no free state
without a free nation neither a free nation without free men. Or,
vice versa, there are neither free men in an unfree society nor
a free society in an unfree state. The consequence of the fall
of Berlin Wall in 1989 and the collapse of communist regimes
in Europe was the democratization of the international world
order. The multinational states - the USSR, Czechoslovakia and
SFR Yugoslavia - fell apart and fifteen new states were created.
National movements were born in non-democratic multinational
states with political aim to institutionalize the nation in a state.
All political programs of stateless nations insisted upon their own
state, seekingtoensure national sovereignty and identity in the new
international order. Patriotism was the driving force of all national
movements dedicated to establish own independent states. It
is a historical fact that patriotism is confirmed as a universal
formula to legitimize statehood. The leftist political doctrine in
1990s considered all national movements and programs striving

for their own independent states as nationalistic and retrograde.
The Yugoslav and Croatian leftists of communist origins consider
the Croatian program for independence not only as nationalistic
but also as a fascist one. Therefore the international recognition
of Croatia has created a dual problem to the Croatian left-wing
political parties, for they were not a part of the political movement
for independence, nor have they got rid of their mental communist
heritage. The crisis of the Croatian national identity has its origin in
the rejection of collective national values by the left-wing political
parties. For the leftists patriotism is not one of the fundamental
values and the driving force of collective national identity. For them
patriotism is a category that belongs to the inventory of personal
inclination. The political programs of the left-wing partiesin Croatia
are far from emotionalidentification with collective national values.
Moreover, the Croatian leftists condemn public identification with
patriotism and national values. It is no coincidence that Vukovar
(a symbolic place of defense of the sovereignty of the Croatian
state in 1991), twenty years after the Homeland war became a
place of obstruction of the national identity. Vukovar is still a place
exposed to attacks by foreign imperial pretensions, a focal point of
Croatian patriotism that leftist political options do not know, do not
understand or do not want to defend.

fter the Homeland war, Vukovar has, due to its role in

the creation of the Republic of Croatia, become a carrier

symbol of the “national” in Croatia. By the time the
Republic of Croatia reached its independence, the idea of the
“national” in Europe has already been replaced by the idea of
the "European”, or the “supranational.” As can be seen in the
recent example of Charlie Hebdo, modern Pan-European values,
such as anti-fascism, liberalism and multiculturalism, are all
supranationalin character and do not leave much room forideas
of particular or national character. This conflict exists because

ideas of the "national” and the “supranational” contradict
each other. Thus, this rises a question of whether the policy of
sovereignty manipulation in the scope of cyirillic tablets and
relativisation of the Homeland war are a direct consequence of
the Pan-European paradigm and its conflict with the “national”
in Croatia or simply a phenomenon specific for the social and
political state of Croatia. In this paper we will be focusing on the
idea of the "national” in the context of Vukovar and what this
idea represents for the future development of European Union.

his paper questions the functional oblivion of the Croatian

war and post-war chronology of events (from the early

1990s until today), locally and globally, with a purpose
to reinstate a Euro-Atlantic market discourse ,passage”. Wider
than this, it questions the consequences of the global community
management mechanisms of reinstating the mimetic (civic)
society and maintenance of liberal peace. According to the
leading authors on international relations, the maintenance of
Jliberal peace” represents the principle axis of a very visible
and dangerous utilitarian manipulation with cultural and social
changes. Therefore, mimetic, as understood in the framework
of its earliest conceptual imposition, warns upon the society's
decay in which boundaries disappear and everyone loses their
place. How sustainable are the societies when every knowledge
is replaceable with activism, every experience is replaced
with fake empathy or every history subjected to a hierarchy of
hegemonic racist subjugation? What happens with a society in
which defenders/war veterans become welfare beneficiaries;
patients - consumers of health benefits; raped and massacred

in war - victims settled with paid compensations? What is
happening with populations subjected to the suspension of the
experienced/lived, until the arrival of the UN emissaries (the
raped women and Pitt-Jolie case); the high-ranking officials
of the Hague Court (the case of genocide against Croats, trial
against Croatian generals and Serbian counter-indictment)
or activist peace mediators (the case of the 100% disabled
veterans and extreme democratic deficit of the official imported
democracy representatives)? All these populations are united in
impoverishment, injustice and inequality which is imposed onto
them, while at the same time, ,mimetic” as a concept is market-
reinstated by ,the elite” and imposed since the war period as a
solipsistic comfort to the sustainability of at least one order in
the midst of social vanity. That of mimetic communist-neoliberal
totalitarianism which makes sovereignty, individual or national,
even more vulnerable. We are no longer determined by only
what we are not allowed to think, but by now, with that which we
cannot have — from our own products and personal experiences
of the recent past up to our independence.

sents a new document that enables interpretation of the Homeland
War processes and events. Even though the United Nation's Tribunal
has competently determined that the conflict in Croatia and parti-
cularly in Vukovar is not a genocide (since it was not bound to spe-
cify the nature of the conflict), its argumentation presented in the
judgement is subjectable to additional elaborations and analysis of
the 1990s conflict by lawyers, political scientists, sociologists, histo-
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rians and other scholars and publicists. Political Science approach
in this paper is focused on Vukovar's position in the ICJ judgment, on
understanding of the conflicting policies and actors, their intentions
and consequences. This paper seeks to determine the nature of the
conflict and if possible, actors ideologies. It also aims to examine the
extent to which the indication of Serbia as aggressor (in the Croatian
and especially Vukovar area) and its adherent ideology (Greater Ser-
bia ideology) have found their place in the ICJ conclusions. Finally,
one should research the geopolitical and security implications of the
ICJ's judgment for Croatia and Serbia.

International Law and Justice Anticipation. Media Reports on the
Verdict for the Croatian Genocide Indictment Against Serbia and

Serbian Counter-Indictment

he introduction of this paper provides an overview of
important international trials for war crimes in former
Yugoslavia, accompanied with an analysis of the term

genocide. Further on, it outlines the basic facts related to the
Croatian genocide indictment against Serbia in front of the Hague

Tribunal (ICJ) and the counter-indictment submitted by Serbia
on this very same court. Conducted research for the purpose
of this paper is done through content analysis method applied
to investigate public responses in Croatia and Serbia on the
Court's rulings. Analyzed texts are found on Croatian internet
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portals (newspapers: Jutarnji list, Vecerniji list, Glas Slavonije) and
in Serbian daily newspapers (Blic, Vecernje novosti, Politika). The
aim of this paper is to determine the ways in which Croatian and
Serbian publics have perceived the rulings and the work of the
ICJ in Hague through their respective media, and by doing so, to
what extent it is acknowledged to have reached the justice. The
first research hypothesis affirms the standing that Croatian public
opinion is dominated by the negative attitude towards the Court’s

his paper analyzes European public perception of Croatia at
the beginning of the 1990s during Yugoslavia's disintegration,
Croatia’s independence proclamation and defense against
Serbian aggression. In 1991 Croatia was not very well known, and
causes of the conflict in the former Yugoslavia were inconclusive.
Particular publics have perceived Croatia and its relations with
Serbia through stereotypes and accumulated disinformation. This

The War for Vukovar and Glas Koncila Newspaper

his paper analyzes weekly newspaper Glas Koncila during

Homeland War in 1991. The analysis focuses on newspaper

reports on the Vukovar fighting. Qualitative analysis of
the text content is centered on questions related to the briefing
reports and journalist ethics, since reports on the violent conflicts
quite often open questions related to the principles on which
journalist ethics is based on, such as: truthfulness, objectivity,
impartiality and responsibility of the reports during war time.
Karl Blcher has already in 1926 stated that ,every war conducted
with warfare is followed by the war of printing black ink in which
all parties involved try to win over public opinion” (Kunczik,
Zipfel, 2006: 264), and it's quite often said that the first victim of
war is always the truth. There is a great danger of propaganda,
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censorship, manipulation and false information during the war,
same as numerous unethical conducts. Carl von Clausewitz holds
that “great share of information that is gathered during the war
is contradictory, and even bigger amount is incorrect, and the
biggest part is fairly insecure” (Kunczik, Zipfel, 2006: 263), to be
more precise, unreliable. This research paper will question ethics
of the Glas Koncila newspaper articles, and examine whether
there was a possible influence and spread of interreligious or
interethnic hatred. Therefore, gathered results will at the same
time contribute not only to the study of media and journalist ethics
in the war, but as well, to the study of report ethics in Catholic
newspapers, namely in Glas Koncila, in particular situations in
war conflict and the fight for Croatia’s independence against



Serbian aggression during which Vukovar has suffered greatly - a
great sacrifice as a victim that became not only a city-symbol but
as well a city-hero for the entire Croatia. However, this paper will
not deal with investigation of historical facts about the Homeland
War, aggression and Vukovar's defeat. Namely, the emphasis
will be on the media ethics following up the events related to
Vukovar through the research of the Catholic weekly newspaper
Glas Koncila. With the application of the content analysis a deeper
understanding of author's messages, standings, intentions and
expectations is expected to be achieved. Content analysis will
entail following period: May 12, 1991 (No. 30) — November 24,

1991 (No. 47). This period is used because newspaper No. 30/91
mentions mass for the dead — 12 fallen Croatian policemen killed
in Borovo Selo, while No. 47/91 is the first newspaper published
after Vukovar's occupation on November 18, 1991. The newspaper
articles related to the "Vukovar Battle” are used as a basic unit of
analysis, and for the purpose of this research an analytical matrix
is developed. The overall aim of this research is to question the
ways and ethics of the Catholic weekly newspaper's reporting
on the aggression and fall of the city of Vukovar, while the basic
hypothesis stats that Glas Koncila newspaper did not call for
interreligious or interethnic hatred.

ue to its border position with Republic of Serbia and Bosnia
and Herzegovina Vukovar-Srijem County is very important
from the national security point of view. The significance
is even bigger when demographic losses of this county during
Croatian Homeland War are taken into consideration. Post-war
reconstruction and economic revitalization did not bring in last
two decades positive changes in demographic development of the

Vukovar-Srijem County. Demographic situation is characterized by
strong total and partial depopulation (natural and emigration) as
well as with the advanced process of demographic ageing. There is
a great concern for the population decrease of municipalities and

administrative cities on the border with Bosnia and Herzegovina
and Republic of Serbia. The catastrophic floods in the Zupanja
area in the year 2014 have deteriorated already existing negative
demographic processes. The negative effects of the floods on the
demographic development of Vukovar-Srijem County will be fully
evident in the future. However, migrations have strong impact
on demographic processes, which in the context of current and
foreseeable demographic indicators raise many questions. The
issue and a potential problem concerns the possible substitution
of the population due to migrations, which could be in a foreseeable
future a threat to the national security of the Republic of Croatia.

Reasons and Challenges of Men and Fatherhood Identity Crises in the

he construction of both personal and social identity is
Ta process in which different factors are included. The

first and most important factor in building an identity of
a person, and then the society, is family, and in a family father
and mother have a privileged place. Throughout human history,
the role of the father was and remains the role of breadwinner,
protector, guardian, while the role of the mother was mostly
dedicated to the care and love about the offspring, sensitivity,
understanding, support to children, and the man she raises
their offspring with. In the Croatian War of Independence, many
fathers boldly and courageously left their homes and security
to put their lives at the disposal of their home and homeland.
This generous gesture had an impact on the construction of
their identity, but also to the construction of identity or their
families and descendants. During the war, many men have met

with the “misery” of the human race, through killing, starvation,
torture, hard labor and the recovery, which is also invested in
the identity of the post-war father. Every life experience in itself
can help a person expand their horizons and enrich it, including
the experience of a war. We want to evaluate the brave and
courageous, generous and daring decisions of many men and
fathers who, by deciding to defend their homeland, illuminated
faces of their children. It seems that through a variety of social
pressures, manipulations and devaluations, that light is being
taken away from the face of fathers and men, as well as their
children. We will point out to clear sparks of identity of fathers
and men in today’'s postmodern society, with special reference to
Vukovar, in wartime and post-war. The war in the literal sense of
the word had passed, but the struggle for Croatian father arising
from the war continues, and it is a struggle that concerns us



all, because we are responsible for the identity of many fathers
and men, as well as their families. Secure identity of the father

Vukovar — A Victim of Political Myths

nthebackground ofthis presentation stands the phenomenon of
political myth as a narration that, because of the determination
of certain political ideology, usually loses its original structure
and become exclusivist which than often leads to its being used
as a political weapon. The method thus conceived to promote

political myth relates to the instrumentalization of language for
the construction of awareness and interpretation of reality, and
introduction of ritualistic behaviors thatimpairhumanintellectual
power and consequently result in the loss of all individual moral
responsibility. In this sense, political myth often stands in close
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relation to various forms of totalitarian socio-political system.
Furthermore, political myths aim to change a man in order to
control them. Big part in this play modern political leaders, using
management techniques based on giving promises to the people
but without backing. Therefore, the ultimate goal of a political
myth is the creation of a certain value system, based on “fantasy”
and irrational interpretation of reality, so it could be inferred

that this is certain kind of manipulation over people in order
to achieve present objectives. In this sense, myth permanently
remains politically attractive and usable phenomenon. Based on
this kind of understanding of modern political myth, this paper
will indicate how the City of Vukovar today, in many ways, is a
unique - paradigmatic victim of modern political myths as much
as it was during the Homeland War in Croatia.

Bolnica Vukovar — zalog socijalnog mira ili novih krsenja humanosti?

(1857.) do danas, otkriva da se u bolnici pruzala skrb

svima stanovnicima (Vukovara, lloka i okolnih opcina)
jednako i sukladno medicinskim pravilima. Najizrazenije je to
bilo tijekom Domovinskog rata, od 2. svibnja 1991., kada su u
bolnici grada Vukovara na jednak nacin zbrinjavani svi kojima
je bila potrebna pomo¢, kako braniteljima, tako i pripadnicima
velikosrpske i jugoslavenske agresorske vojske. Do 20.11.1991. u
bolnici je bilo zbrinuto preko 4.000 ranjenika. Usprkos sporazumu
nakon okupacije veliki dio ranjenika i osoblja bolnice nasilno je
odveden i pogubljen, a jedan dio se pod ujednacenim terminom
- nestali — vodi do danas. U doba mirne reintegracije, 1997., u
bolnicu se vratilo 10 radnika i zateklo preko 750 zaposlenika iz
Vukovara i drugih dijelova Hrvatske koji su se doselili u Vukovar.
Velikom diplomatskom sposobnoscu, zaposlenici su vraceni u
svoje mati¢ne ustanove, a ostao je i veliki dio zaposlenika koji

se trebao zbrinuti po pravilniku potpisanih sporazuma. Tijekom
vremena u Vukovar se vratio veliki broj zaposlenika i zaposlili
su se novi djelatnici. Uprkos stalnih previranja i iskrivljenih
medijskih prikaza Vukovara kao mjestu nesigurnog zivljenja,
Bolnica Vukovar je bila i ostala primjer mjesta dobre suradnje i
profesionalnog obavljanja svih zadataka i pruzanja medicinske
skrbi, svima kojima je to potrebno bez obzira na nacionalnu i
vjersku pripadnost. U radu se kronoloski prikaz rada bolnice
upotpunijuje sa ¢injenicama vezanim za (inter)nacionalnu vaznost
bolnice Vukovar, kao mjesta gdje su se na pragu 21. stoljec¢a
dramati¢no krsile sve ratne konvencije, nekaznjeno, do danas.

Vukovar Hospital — The Pledge for
Breaches of Humaneness?

The history of Vukovar Hospital since its beginnings (1857) until
today, reveals the fact that this hospital provided healthcare equally
to all the citizens (for Vukovar, llok and surrounding municipalities)
and in line with medical rules. This was most evident during the
Homeland War, since May 2, 1991 when healthcare was provided
equality to all in need of help — the defenders, soldiers of the Serbian
and Yugoslav People's Army. Until November 20, 1991 the Hospital
provided health care for well over 4 000 wounded persons. Despite
the contracted agreement with the enemy, after the occupation great
number of wounded persons and hospital personnel were forcibly
taken away and executed, when others still remain missing until
today. During Peaceful Reintegration Process in 1997, 10 hospital
staff (former employees) have returned to their positions, while
750 hospital staff was already working (coming from Vukovar and
other parts of Croatia who, in meantime, moved to Vukovar). With
great diplomatic diligence, the remaining hospital staff got their
jobs back in their respective institutions, however great number of

them still remained to be reinstated into their positions according to
the previously agreed contract manual. Over the time, great number
of employees have returned to Vukovar and new personnel was
employed in the hospital. Despite the constant turmoil and distorted
media reports about Vukovar as unsecure place to live, the Vukovar
Hospital has been and still is a perfect example of good cooperation
and professional conduct in providing healthcare assistance to all in
need regardless of their national or religious affiliations. This paper
provides additional facts to the chronology of the hospital work —
facts related tothe (inter)nationalimportance of the Vukovar Hospital
as a place where on the verge of the 21st Century grave breaches of
all conventions on warfare were committed and those responsible
for it remained unpunished until today. In this respect, the suffering
in the Vukovar Hospital is a symbol of genocidal patterns used in the
Republic of Croatia and in the wider region. At the same time, high
moral actions of the hospital staff in the Croatian war healthcare
bares the witness to the time that is constantly forgotten. Therefore,
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this kind of argumentation and translation into the neo-liberal
utilitarian action (neglection of the museum exhibition in the
Hospital due to the shortage of maintenance funding; reduction
of healthcare on the level of palliative measure; fake solutions to
reduce veteran benefits due to the national budget shortage for the
healthcare in Croatia) insults the moral codex of the standards in
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equal measure of the healthcare protection. Namely, for Vukovar
and Ilok inhabitants and over 50 000 defenders and their families
in the county which gravitate towards this hospital, this is a new
way of discrimination and obliteration of the Homeland War history,
same as sustainable morality of peacemaking in the midst of the
survived genocidal practices.
